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The death of Mr. Enos Brasher, which occurred at the Mooroopna Hospital on Saturday 26th
December, at the age of 71 years, removes one of the earliest pioneers of this town and
district.

The late Mr. Brasher had been ailing for some time and about two months ago he became
an in-patient of the hospital.

He leaves a widow and family of five sons and two daughters (Mary, Mrs. Richardson,
Rushworth and Norah, Mrs Keane, Melbourne).
