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One of the oldest residents of Rushworth passed away in the Mooroopna Hospital on 
Saturday, October 29th, in the person of Mr. Leo Carosin. 

Mr Carosin has been in bad health for some time past, and gradually grew worse. He at 
length was compelled to go to the Mooroopna Hospital a few days before his death.
