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Death has claimed another of the pioneers of Rushworth, in the person of Mrs. Alice
Margaret Bailey, who passed away early on Friday morning last, at her residence, Stanhope
road, after an illness extending over the past two months.

She came out to
Australia with her parents when a child of 13 years of age and is therefore a colonist of 60
years.

The funeral took place on Saturday last, the remains being interred in the Rushworth
Cemetery.
