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We have to record the death of Mrs. Hannon, which occurred on Tuesday night. The
deceased, who has been residing in this locality for some eight years, has been suffering for
about twelve months from consumption, and during the last four been bedridden. 

The funeral will leave her father's residence this afternoon at three o'clock.
