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The death occurred at the Mooroopna Hospital on Wednesday, 22nd inst, of Mrs C. 
McFarlane, a former resident of Rushworth, but who was residing at Murchison at the time 
of her death. 

She was attacked by a paralytic stroke, and was taken to the Mooroopna Hospital where she 
died as stated. She was 65 years of age at the time of her death. 

The late Mrs McFarlane was a daughter of the late Mr W. Steward, who owned the brick 
kilns in Rushworth in the early days, and a sister of Mrs J. Parker, of Waranga. She lived 
nearly all her life in Rushworth. 

The funeral took place on Thursday last week, the remains being interred in the Rushworth 
Cemetery.
